Baci ceremony with a Lao family

Viengchampa can organize a traditional Baci cere-
mony with a Lao family. You will be invited by Lao
people in their own house to celebrate a Baci cere-
mony to bring good luck and chase away the bad
sprits. Local people will prepare a banana tree with
flowers, candles and offerings in the house. The cli-
ents will pray and get their wrists tied by white cotton
string. Enjoy the sweets or some local alcohol after
the ceremony. Options include just the Baci Cere-
mony, or a full blown celebration with home cooked
meal and plenty of Beerlao! Please note that this is a
genuine Baci, not the poor imitation ones you will
find in local restaurants.
